Mission Teams

Community Action Team – Work projects within the community, which put the gospel into action.  These projects are coordinated by the local churches and can include remodeling, gardening, painting, clean-up or general repair.
CARE Team – Small groups of 4 – 8 people who bring music, scripture and fellowship to residents in assisted living facilities.  These groups learn first-hand how the power of a warm touch, gentle hug or a kind word bring the gospel to life.

Hospitality Team – This group works behind the scene in food preparation everyday to insure lunches and dinners are prepared for our teams.
Schools – Elementary schools (Junior Schools) are open to us through two avenues.  TEAM 1: Puppet team will share the love of Christ through skits using puppets.  TEAM 2: Classroom Team will share a themed interactive lesson that presents Christ. 
Set – up Team – The first team at the venue to prepare for the gospel choir presentation. It involves equipment load in and load out, staging and setting up for the gospel presentation.
Special Ops Team – A team created to meet specific needs as determined by our local partners.
Gospel Choir – This high-energy team will present the gospel through exciting praise, worship and drama each evening as well as twice on Sunday. Choir members will participate in one of the other teams during the day.
